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The National Anti-Doping Panel (NADP) is an independent body
established to determine anti-doping cases and appeals in sport
in the United Kingdom. The NADP is independently operated by
Sport Resolutions (UK), under the leadership of the President of
the National Anti-Doping Panel.

The NADP and tribunal administration service is provided free of charge to
National Governing Bodies (NGBs) and athletes. The NADP is made up of nine
highly experienced Legal Members and seven Specialist Members who have a
background in high performance sport. The NADP is independent of UK Sport,
National Governing Bodies and other anti-doping organisations. Its
role is to ensure that all doping cases are dealt with fairly and consistently.

The main benefits to NGBs and athletes are:

For NGBs
• There is no charge to NGBs for using the service;
• The NGB avoids having to appoint and administer the Tribunal;
• The NGB can be confident that cases under its anti-doping rules are heard
 by an independent experienced panel following the procedural rules of the
 NADP. For a copy of the procedural rules please see the website
 www.nadp.uk.com;
• The NGB is free to focus on its other roles such as supporting and
 educating athletes.

For Athletes
• Certainty that no party to the proceedings has any undue influence over the 

decision making;
• The case is fairly and confidentially managed by the NADP Secretariat;
• The opportunity to present their case before a Tribunal, chaired by an
 experienced lawyer, who is independent of the NGB.
