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A GUIDE TO MEET LICENSING

Meet Licensing was introduced in order to provide appropriate competition for swimmers in line with Long Term Athlete Development. This means that a swimmer should be able to enter a meet that is appropriate to the standard they are currently at.

There are four levels for meets, and there have been some changes from 1st September 2011, a brief description of each level follows.

Level 1 Meet. (Long Course only)
· Intended for swimmers seeking qualification at Welsh Championships; British Championships and ASA Championships.

· Must include at least one distance event of 400m or above in each age group and sex.

· The schedule of events will be in line with the Welsh Age group & Youth Championships, no events will be included that are not in these championships.

· No Upper limit qualifying times.

· Qualifying times, the minimum level should be equivalent to the table in the Competition for all and Meet Licensing Document.
· For Boys 11 years, 12 years, 13 years & 14 years; Girls 11 years, 12 years & 13 years, no 50 metre events are to be included.

· Where double year age bands are used, they must be for Boys 10 -12 years, 13/14 years, 15/16 years & 17/18 years; for Girls 10/11 years, 12/13 years, 14/15 years & 16/17 years. 

Level 2 Meet (Short Course only)
· Intended for swimmers seeking qualification at Welsh Championships; British Championships and ASA Championships.

· Must include at least one distance event of 400m or above in each age group and sex.

· The schedule of events will be in line with the Welsh Age group & Youth Championships, no events will be included that are not in these championships.

· No Upper limit qualifying times.

· Qualifying times, the minimum level should be equivalent to the table in the Competition for all and Meet Licensing Document.
· For Boys 11 years, 12 years, 13 years & 14 years; Girls 11 years, 12 years & 13 years, no 50 metre events are to be included.

· Where double year age bands are used, they must be for Boys 10 -12 years, 13/14 years, 15/16 years & 17/18 years; for Girls 10/11 years, 12/13 years, 14/15 years & 16/17 years. 

Level 3 Meet

· Upper Limit Times and Qualifying Times are required., and should be equivalent to the tables in the Competition for all and Meet Licensing Document.
· Meets included at this level are Level 3 Graded Meets and Development Meets.

· For Boys 11 years, 12 years, 13 years & 14 years; Girls 11 years, 12 years & 13 years, no 50 metre events are to be included.

· Where double year age bands are used, they must be for Boys 10 -12 years, 13/14 years, 15/16 years & 17/18 years; for Girls 10/11 years, 12/13 years, 14/15 years & 16/17 years. 
Level 4 Meet

· Upper limit times are required, and should be equivalent to the table in the Competition for all and Meet Licensing Document. (except for Club Championships)
· No lower qualifying times are required.

· Meets included at this level are Club Championships, Leagues, Diddy meets and Development Meets.

Please note

· ‘A’ Grade meets will have upper limit cut off times as per ASA Graded tables ‘A’ Grade times. Qualifying times to be set as per ASA Graded tables ‘B’ Grade times.

· ‘B’ Grade meets will have upper limit cut off times as per ASA Graded tables ‘B’ Grade times. Qualifying times are also required to be set by the meet organiser.

· Where graded tables are being used to determine qualifying times and or upper limit cut off times, for double year age bands the times used are for the older age group i.e for 12/13 Boys, you would use the graded times for the 13 year age group

· ‘Skins‘Events. There are model conditions for ‘Skins’ Events available from the web site.

· For Junior Development Meets(including Aquatic Pentathlons), please note that swimmers who have achieved Welsh Age Group & Youth Qualifying Times are not eligible, no Upper Limit Qualifying Times are required. These are to be Level 4 meets.

Inter Club Competitions

· No license required see below.

· An Inter Club competition is defined as follows:

1. It involves no more than eight clubs, each of which has been individually invited by the promoter who has supplies the conditions.

2. The whole event takes place in one pool on one occasion.
3. The contest does not form part of a series of such events, the results of which are aggregated or considered together to decide the eventual winner, e.g. as in a league competition.

Age at Day & Minimum Ages of Competition.

There has been a change to the minimum age for competition, and the table below shows the minimum age applying to the different competitions.
