Changes to Swim Wales Disability squad Structure
 Having reviewed the Disability Swimming squad over the past 12 months, I have made the decision to change the format of the squads for the new season.

The times that have been posted on the site will remain with swimmers required to meet these times to be placed into a squad. Any swimmers that are not in designated squad where a time is required will be responsible for costs at the DSE Juniors and Short Course Championships, where they will fall into the Wales REGIONAL team.

The squads as of September will be as follows:

· Swim Wales Elite Squad – For swimmers who have met qualification time for World Class pathway and Great Britain Deaf team representation (8 training camps per year)
· Swim Wales Potential Squad – For swimmers that have met “Development” qualification times stated on Website (6 training Camps per year)
· Swim Wales Development Squad – For swimmers that have met “skills” qualification times stated on Website (4 training Camps per year)
· Skills Squad – This squad will skill based only for selected swimmers. Qualification will comprise of swimmers under 14 years old, who have not met qualification for Swim Wales squads. If attending DSE events they will be required to cover costs. (3 training camps per year)
Classifications included into squads:

S1-S10 – Physical Disability

S11-S13 –Blind or Partially Sighted

S14 – Learning Disability

S15 – Deaf 

S17 – Dyspraxia – S17 swimmers will be included, however, a decision is pending on their inclusion into DSE events. If they are to be excluded, S17 classification squad eligibility will be withdrawn.
All Swimmers for Swim Wales Squads (excluding Skills) must have a classification. Those swimmers in Skills squad must be placed on waiting list for classification.

Please Note – Should swimmers meet qualification time after deadline set on website, should spaces be available, they can be included throughout the year.
