Selection Statement

Introduction

This is a Welsh Development Team, which will compete against Scotland and Ireland. The winning team will be decided on FINA points across a full international programme. The purpose of the meet for Welsh Swimming is to develop an International Team capable of competing at Olympic and Commonwealth Levels.

SELECTION NOTES

1. Only swimmers eligible and intending to compete for Wales will be selected for the team representing Wales in the Celtic Tri National 2012.
2. The Team will be selected from the Senior Elite, National Youth and Relay Development Squads.
3. The Scoring Team will be nominated in their scoring events prior to the meet.
4. All members of the Senior Elite, National Youth and Relay Development            Squads will be given the option of competing in the Celtic Tri Nations as non-scoring swimmers.

5. Welsh Clubs may also compete and enter the Celtic Tri Nations this must be done independently of the National Team.

6.
In the case of an event or events not be adequately covered by members of the Senior Elite, National Youth or Relay Development Swimmers then additional swimmers from the 2011/12 Long Course Rankings.
7. 
Swimmers having been selected or likely to be selected for the Olympic Team 2012 will not be considered for selection as a scoring swimmer however they may wish to compete as a Non Scoring Swimmer.
8.
Each Country will Nominate Swimmers to score points from a team of 10 female and 10 male swimmers. 
9.
Swimmers can only score points in two individual events (excluding 50 metre events and Relays where swimmers may compete in any number of these events).

All selected swimmers and staff will be required to abide by the WASA Code of Conduct.
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
